Dubai Metro which opened in September
2009 is the first railway in the United Arab
Emirates and likely to be the largest fully
automated Metro system in the world when
services are fully operational. The wayfinding
challenge for Transport Design Consultancy
(TDC) was to establish a system that would
be easily understood by a local population
not generally used to travelling on public
transport and navigating large stations and
interchanges. The design of the signing
system including applied graphics was based
on the primary needs to identify and inform;
accessibility criteria; information hierarchy
at different stages of the passenger journey;
and the visibility and placement of signs
within decorative station interiors. Together
the application of these principles has
resulted in a unified system capable of

being consistently rolled out across Dubai
Metro as new lines come into operation and
new stations opened. Key to the clarity and
striking appearance of the signage system

is the use of a new dual-language font,
which TDC commissioned from specialist
typographers Dalton Maag. The new font

is a bespoke Arabic typeface that includes

a complementary Latin version for English
text. Both Latin and Arabic characters were
designed concurrently to ensure their kinship.
The Arabic text needed to appear modern
and forward looking, while maintaining

a sobriety in script traditionally routed in
calligraphy. TDC's subsequent designs for
pictograms and arrows are clearly defined for
barrier-free access and match the style and
weight of the font.

The newly restored St Pancras International
station presented many challenges for
wayfinding strategy and signing design
because of the unusual layout of the
terminus, the use of the basement area
(undercroft) and having to maintain the
architectural integrity of the original building.
To aid passenger orientation there is one
standard signing system throughout the
station, specifically developed for St Pancras
to meet strict visual criteria established by
English Heritage, and implemented across
other International stations at Ebbsfleet

and Stratford. All directional signs use
illuminated text and graphics against a
non-illuminated background. Using a similar
technique to commercial signing, laser-cut
letters are set into a metal face so only text
and accompanying graphics are illuminated
resulting in high quality signs with strong
visual contrast. In many locations, signs have
to fit between the original cast iron columns
in the station undercroft, limiting the size

of the signs. TDC commissioned typeface
designers Dalton Maag to create a bespoke
condensed font to accommodate directional
text within the signs’ available line length.
Open and unambiguous character shapes aid
the font's readability, ensuring compliance
with accessibility criteria adopted by the
Strategic Rail Authority. TDC developed all
graphic standards and signage hardware

for St Pancras in consultation with English
Heritage, including the main exterior station
name sign and guidelines for the control of
all retail signing and the application of rail
operator branding at service portals.

The
current company handbook for wayshowing systems entitled
“Orientierung auf Reisen” (German only) was intermittently in
first place amang the most-sought tourist books on Amazon.de.

The wayfinding system at the Hartmann Hos-
pital is a synthesis of the Franciscan nuns’
identity and values of Christian love, on the
one hand, and the requirements of a way-
finding system, on the other. Numerous steps
were taken which go far beyond classical
signposting. From focusing on the terms, to
organizational adaptations, on-the-job train-
ing for employees all the way to name-giving
festivities. The overall system is based on
the Franciscan precepts of “simplicity” and
“humanity”. As a script, Avenier was select-
ed, since it was developed by Adrian Frutiger
as a humanist grotesque script. Within the
system itself, a direct and personal form of
address is used in order to convey the high
value of personal service (“You are now on
the second floor of St. Francis.”). The “basic
color” white is derived from the official cloth-
ing of the sisters of the order at the hospital.
All signs are defined by the “golden mean”
(the so-called divine proportions). The design
of each of the four wings is based on a great
Fransiscan personality, then marked by a
specially developed symbol and color derived
from his/her own biography. The overall sys-
tem, i.e. terms, color, symboals, is designed

in such a way that it is easily communicated
on both visual and oral levels. Terms in oral
pathfinding information have been reduced
from 16 to 4.

A prototype of the Legible London system
was installed in London’s famous West End
by AlG along with product partners Lacock
Gullam. The careful design process built
upon principles of universal access and
cognitive science, and resulted in an array of
heads-up mapping available at key junctions
in the street, at transport arrival points (tube
stations and bus shelters) and in people’s
pockets on printed maps. An agreed set of
landmarks and area names peppered the
system. The prototype was independently
evaluated and surveys suggested journey
time-savings of 16% and universal
improvements to people’s confidence

to navigate on foot.

If you take a look at the locations of offices
in the agency rankings of w&v or Horizont,
apart from the creative metropolises such
as Berlin or Hamburg, one city stands right
out in front — Wiesbaden. In 2007 the
government of the Hessian capital used this
surprising fact as an occasion to establish

a "Day of Creative Business” together with
some of Germany's top-ranked Wiesbaden
creative companies. As part of ACCESS ALL
AREAS, as the initiative was called, since
then Wiesbaden's agencies have opened
their offices every spring alongside the
“see conference” to present films, lectures
and other events throughout the city and
they now attract interest from the entire
Rhine/Main area.

The temporary directional system, which
shows the way to the offices and events
locations scattered throughout the whole
city and draws attention to the event around
town, is an integral part of the corporate
design. It is sprayed directly on streets

and sidewalks using a special paint that
disappears without trace after a few days.
What was assumed to be vandalism led to
repeated confrontations with concerned local
people in the past and in the case of one
well-known German design competition the
concept was even excluded by the jury as

it assumed it constituted property damage.
That the design experts were so worried
about law and order was welcome but that
they obviously failed to read the brief project
description was a shame. In Wieshaden the
crime that solved itself certainly generated
extra publicity.

The brief was to design a wayfinding
signage system for all areas within The 02
arena. This included all general admission
levels, suite and premium club levels, back
of house and services areas.

Our objective was to create a visual
language that integrated so well into the
arena’s architecture it gave impression that
the signage and building are a single design
solution. To achieve this the graphics team
worked closely with the architects to
develop a signage system that responded
to the building's organization and it's
material expression.

One of the most challenging aspects of the
design process involved the integration of
the naming rights sponsors (02) identity.
This was not just the case of applying an
existing documented brand guideline, but the
development and extension of their identity
into a form not previously developed.

Our design solution took the 02 identity and
let it flow through the building, like blood
flowing through a human body. Wherever a
sign touches the surface of the building the
02 'DNA flows out into that sign.

This analogy was achieved by designing
beacan like illuminated totems for the main
directory and directional signs on the level
01 & 04 concourses. These signs formed the
core of the signage system and a hierarchy
was developed around it.

The construction of these signs made use
of several types of acrylic and resin based
materials. These were then illuminated with
a combination of LED and fluorescent lights
consistent with 02's brand language.

The V&A's £30 million Medieval &
Renaissance Galleries mark the completion
of the first phase of the Museum’s £120
million Future Plan transformation. The new
galleries, which opened on 2 December, are
the biggest project the V&A has undertaken
since the British Galleries opened in 2001
and have been seven years in the making.

Ten new galleries, occupying the entire
south east wing of the Museum and covering
over 35,000sq ft, display 1800 objects

from the V&A's collection of Medieval

and Renaissance treasures.

Since 2005 we have worked extremely
closely with the V&A to design all aspects
of the graphics including all gallery
interpretation, gallery books, interactive
displays, mapping and wayfinding.

We looked back to early book design,

The Whitechapel Gallery reopened in April
2009 with an ambitious expansion which has
transformed the former neighbouring library
building, increasing gallery space by 78%.
Included in the expanded building are new
galleries dedicated to presenting collections
and new commissions; a permanent gallery
and research room for the Whitechapel
Gallery's historic archive, and an Education
and Research Tower including study and
creative studias.

We created the environmental graphics
covering both the external and internal
wayfinding scheme. The elements are
designed to be sensitive to the art and
architecture, yet elegant and purposeful.
The solution incorporates all visual language
including bespoke information graphics,
gallery mapping and a set of 16 pictograms
which visually describe the facilities in the
building. The sign family is flexible enough
to cope with a space that is constantly
changing its exhibitions and displays.

The majority of the signs are manufactured
from low iron non reflective glass with
changeable vinyl or screen printed graphics,
often connected to bespoke paper inserts
signs. The donor signs are etched into
stone, Dunhouse Blue, which is also used
on the steps of the old library stair. We also
designed the Recognition Wall thanking the
Whitechapel Gallery partners in the Gallery
Circle, creating a visual interpretation of the
connectivity of all the leading galleries in
the cities throughout the world.
